From Achille:
I think we can go with my car. I will get you at 5: 45 in your office guys
It was 5: 00 pm we entered to renaissance restaurant. They had a special for businesses, family and friends. We choose friends’ area, 3 size espace. It was circle of 3 feets diameter, 3 chairs with 3 circulars small tables movable that you could set up the height as needed. We ordered 3 chickens plates with rice plus french fries and white wine with ice before having a seat. 6: 15pm , we began eat and drank. I started explain them what my issue:
Temadji: I need your help because I have to decide between leaving Unicef for Griffith Chad, Boloré logistics Africa. I had now then days left.
Achille: That’s a good news. I think you already work for you Unicef for 4 years, It is important for you to look for the new experiences. 
Blandine: Achille is right but, with Unicef, you are familiar. We build a strong relationship with your managers and your co-workers. What you will do if you go there and the work environment is not good?
Temadji: That’s my big problem. I do not know what exactly I have to do. If I rejected the offer and at the end of july 2013, my contract with Unicef will not renew what I can do? Or if I take one of these opportunities and three months later, I do not like it , I will lose my place with Unicef.

From Temadji, Thursday , November 10 , 8:00am:

Good morning
I am writing to request a Monday off to help solve my professional's issues. I am available to work on the pending documents Saturday.
I hope my email get well

Temadji
From Edmond, 9:30am
Good morning Temadji. No problem. You can work on the draft of construction bids on Saturday .Make sure you sign the weeknd's worksheet.
Edmond.
From Temadji: Thank you so much
Monday, November 14 at 7: 00 am , tooot, tooottttttt; my cell phone ring. I picked up. Good morning my big brother.
Boulo: Good morning Temadji. I am calling about your contract’s decision. I found that you were Unicef for four years. You never had problem with your managers, your co-workers. That’s a good for a successful career. Those two new company did not offer you a warranty. You have Three months to work with one of them. If you did not satisfy the requirements, they will fire you. Second, Unicef works with children and women across the world, you can move from logistics, to supply manager or become an operation manager. It is important that you fixed your goal and move with Unicef. My advice is that you stay with Unicef and keep a good job, being productive, efficient. What do you thing?
